Having been associated with swimming the English Channel since 
1966 we have during that time forged strong links with The Channel 
Swimming & Piloting Federation.  Last year we decided to give to the 
CS&PF a trophy to be presented to a swimmer whom in their judge-
ment surmounted enormous physical and mental pressures  to success-
fully complete their Channel Swim.  
This year our nominated recipient overcame the cynical yet somehow 
caring and encouraging support which you receive as part of your 
contract when signing up with Channel Pilot Neil Streeter, ‘The Gener-
als’ youngest. Apparently the swimmers own support crew when 
asked by our hero, for the umpty-umph time, how long had he been 
swimming advised him to hail a passing Frenchman and take an hour 

off the answer! ‘O’ level counting mid Channel should be mandatory 
for all as a guide to mental stability – or otherwise!
